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Learn about CCUH projects, which focus on translating university research into practical application, such as how to create water-conserving, pest-resistant and disease-resistant home gardens.  CCUH projects are very diverse and always seek to engage partnerships both within the university and external to it.  We’ll look at a selection of CCUH research and outreach projects, wrapping up by considering how the CCUH can be a resource for GOTG and the people of California.
